Handling and Storage 
Store cylinders upright in a cool, well-ventilated area away from direct sunlight. 

Never store indoors in living spaces, cupboards, or unventilated rooms. 

Ensure valve is closed securely when not in use. 

Do not attempt to refill the cylinder yourself use authorised Flogas suppliers. 

Check for leaks using a soapy water solution; never use open flames. 

Safety Precautions 
Do not use the cylinder if dented, corroded, or showing signs of damage. 

Use only with compatible Flogas butane regulators and hoses. 

Keep out of reach of children and pets. 

In case of suspected leak, move the cylinder outdoors immediately and contact 

emergency services. 

Always operate the cylinder upright; never on its side. 

Avoid exposing the cylinder to flames, sparks, or extreme temperatures. 

Regulatory Compliance 
The 4.5Kg Butane Flogas cylinder meets EN 1442 standards for LPG cylinders and ISO 

22991 for butane gas safety. Each cylinder undergoes rigorous inspection, pressure 

testing, and batch identification to ensure traceability and continued compliance. 

Environmental Impact 
Butane LPG is a cleaner alternative to many solid fuels, producing fewer pollutants and 

particulates. Flogas' refill and exchange system reduces environmental waste, and steel 

cylinders are fully recyclable when returned at end of life. 

Product Life Cycle and Maintenance 
Expected Life Span: 10–15 years with correct handling. 

Inspection Frequency: Recommended every 5 years. 

Maintenance: Keep exterior and valve clean; avoid impacts or corrosion. 

End of Life: Return to an authorised Flogas distributor for safe disposal or recycling. 

Instructions for Use 
1. Inspect cylinder and valve before connecting to appliance. 

2. Confirm appliance compatibility with butane and Flogas regulator type. 

3. Attach clip on regulator securely and check hose connections. 

4. Open valve slowly and perform a leak test. 

5. Operate appliance according to manufacturer instructions.

A: A Flogas compatible clip on butane regulator.
